Terms of the Competition

Eligibility
This championship is open to all New York State amateur golfers who meet the following
requirements:

e Must hold an active USGA/GHIN handicap index of 15.0 or less at an NYSGA
member club or NYSGA eClub.

e Players in the OPEN division must be 14 years old as of June 26, 2026.

e Players in the SENIOR division must be 55 years old as of June 26, 2026.

e Players in the SUPER SENIOR division must be 65 years old as of June 26, 2026.

Entries, Deadline and Refund Policy

Entries: An entry must be submitted online with payment prior to the deadline. Late
entries will not be accepted, regardless of reason.
Entry fee: $150. Includes green fees, range balls, prizes, and trophies.
Deadline: Entries must be received prior to the deadline (12PM EST on Sunday, June 21,
2026). Late entries will not be accepted, regardless of reason.
Refund Policy: A portion of the entry fee, based on the schedule below, will be refunded
regardless of reason if the CRGA is notified (315-471-6979 or mdirkes@nysga.org):

e PRIOR TO entry deadline: Entry fee less $20

e AFTER entry deadline: Entry fee less $50

e WITHIN 2 DAYS of the competition: No Refund

Divisions, Format, Field Size and Ties

Divisions: Open (ages 14+), Senior (ages 55+), Super Senior (ages 65+).

Open Division Format: 54 holes of individual stroke play.

Cut: The field will be cut after 36 holes to approximately half the field, depending on final
field size.

Senior, Super Senior Format: 36 holes of individual stroke play (no cut).

Field Size: The field is limited to the first 72 players to apply. After the field limit is
reached players will be placed on waitlist in order of registration.

Ties: Ties for the winner of each division will be broken with a sudden death playoff. All
other ties will be broken using the USGA recommended method of matching scorecards.
